‘Mumbaiites
saved my life’

Picked up from a footpath in Chembur
where he was roaming around in an
incoherent state three months ago, a

mentally disturbed 30-year-old has

turned out to be an affluent man from
Iran. Treated and cured by volunteers
and doctors for free, he is now set to
rejoin his family. SMD catches up with a
smiling Sayed Mohsen Mirjalili to listen
to his amagzing story

AS A teenager growing up in Yazd, a small

city in Iran, I always dreamt of visiting India.
I had never met them, but thanks to all the
Amitabh Bachchan and Shah Rukh Khan
movies I saw, they were all known to me,”
Mirjalili told this correspondent, as he wait-
ed for travel documents from the Iranian
Embassy in India which will allow him to fly
back to his homeland.

But how did he land up on a footpath in
Chembur? Mirjalili says he had saved
money from his ceramic business for years
to make his dream come true. “I boarded a
flight from Tehran to Mumbai and flew in
via Dubai in January, 2013 (a fact corrobo-
rated by the Iranian Embassy). I then
travelled to Goa and some other places. I
was on my way back to Mumbai. The next I
remember, I was in a rehab centre here,” he
says, looking around helplessly.

Upasana Daryanani, a volunteer at the
Borivli-based Shraddha Rehab, says
Mirjalili is on his way to full recovery. The
Iranian national has even told her that he
has a six-year-old daughter called Pariza.
“Sayed’s father is a well-known religious

teacher, while his younger brother is a uni-
versity professor. Mirjalili keeps thanking
us and Indian hospitality,” Daryanani
recalls. “Mumbai’s people saved my life,”
agrees Mirjalili.

On his daily morning walk one day,
Ajay Shah, a businessman from Chembur,
observed a mentally unstable man, who in
spite of his tattered clothes displayed a
certain kind of uniqueness. “He would
never beg and politely accept whatever
was offered to him to eat. I called Dr
Bharat Vatvani, a Borivli-based psychia-

trist, who had earlier helped treat and
then unite an abandoned mentally chal-
lenged girl from Nagpur with her family,”
he told SMD.

Dr Vatvani, who runs Shraddha
Rehabilitation Foundation, a home for the
mentally ill, recalls being called on the night
of January 25. “The man was freezing and

;i willingly got into my car,” recalls
' Dr Vatvani. It was only after reaching his

clinic that he realised the patient was a for-
eigner. “He could not remember his name
and displayed symptoms of schizophrenia,”
Dr Vatvani says.

Dr Vatvani then approached DCP
Ashwati Dorje of FFRO (Foreigners
Regional Registration Office), who coordi-
nated with the Iranian Consulate in
Mumbai to expedite the process. The police
were able to trace his family back to Iran.

Gulam Askari, an official from the
Consulate General of the Islamic Republic
of Iran said he was touched by the humani-
tarian effort. “We have issued a letter and a
pass valid for 20 days that will enable him to
enter Iran,” he said.

Sayed’s return journey is being spon-
sored by his delighted father, who is too old
to come and escort his son home.

Seyed Mohsen Mirjalili boarded his flight back home
yesterday, after undergoing months of treatment for
schizophrenia at a rehab centre; the man, who was
holidaying in the country, had been found roaming the
footpaths of Chembur in a disoriented condition

“BEST country India... best
people India.” These were the
parting words of Seyed Mohsen
Mirjalili, as he got off the ambu-
lance to board his Iran Air flight
from the Mumbai International
Airport last afternoon. The
flight will take the Iranian
national back home to his coun-
try, family and friends.

“My only desire was to expe-
rience India and meet its
people, who were unknown to
me, but no strangers, thanks to
the numerous Amitabh
Bachchan, Salman Khan and
Shahrukh Khan movies I have
seen. My dream has been ful-
filled and I am blessed,”
exclaimed Seyed, struggling to
rein in his emotions.

It hasn't been an easy jour-
ney, though. Sunday MiD DAY
had reported earlier how Seyed,
a man in his late 305, was

picked up from a footpath in
Chembur nearly three-and-a-
half months ago. Found
haggard, hungry and disorient-
ed, he was sent to a
rehabilitation centre for men-
tally ill destitutes run by Dr
Bharat Vatwani (‘Iranian
national rescued from Mumbai

streets recounts his tale’, April

14). Diagnosed with schizo-
phrenia, he was nursed back to
health by Dr Vatwani and his
team. The staff members of
Shraddha Rehabilitation
Foundation, who have devel-
oped deep ties of friendship
with Seyed over the past few
months, accompanied him to
the airport yesterday to bid him
adieu.

After arriving in India in
January, 2012, Seyed travelled
to Goa and some other places,
before things went awry. ‘It was
during his convalescence that
Seyed revealed how he had
wanted to visit India from when

he was a child. Communicating
with drawings initially, Seyed
conveyed to us details like his
nationality and phone number,
and his family back in the
Iranian city of Yazd. With the
help of these details, the
process of sending him back
home could be initiated. The

process was completed thanks _

to the efforts of the Foreigners
Regional Registration Office
and the Iranian Embassy,” Said
Dr Vatwani.

Seyed's father Mirjalili is
sponsoring his journey back
home, as he is too old to come
personally and escort his son.
“We have informed the family
and they shall be present at the
airport, when Seyed's flight
lands,” said Vatwani.

Denit Matthew, a counsellor

with the rehab, said that Seyed
was initially unwilling to return
home to his family in a sickly
condition, As his condition
turned around, however, his
desire to return and start life
afresh grew. “On Monday, we
took him shopping for new
clothes and he was really
thrilled. In the last four months
that he spent with us, Seyed has
charmed everyone with his
impeccable manners and

grace,” he said.

Upasana Daryanani, a vol-
unteer at Shraddha Rehab, said,
““He would also praise Indian
culture, which attracted him to
come here as a tourist. In the
last year and three months,
Seyed said he has experienced
all that he had fantasised about
India, right from his childhood.
He simply loves anything
Indian, be it movies, food or
sweets.”
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After 21 years, 'missing' man returns
home from India

A Bangladeshi national returned home from India through Banglabandha
land port in Panchagarh today, 21 years after he went missing.

The returnee is Matiur Rahman, 36, son of Sahidul Islam of Akhanagar-
Debiduba village in Thakurgaon's Sadar upazila, reports our Thakurgaon.

Indian immigration police formally handed Matiur over to Banglabandha
Immigration police this afternoon, said Khairul Islam, assistant sub-
inspector of Banglabandha police.

Matiur's father Sahidul Islam said his son went missing in 2002 while he
was 15 years old. After failing to find him, they filed a general diary with
Thakurgaon Police Station in this regard.

Indian social worker Nitish Sharma said Matiur was rescued by Shraddha
Rehabilitation Foundation in India in a disoriented state from a road in Karjat
area of India's Maharastra in June, 2019 and brought him to its custody.

After examining him he was diagnosed as a patient of schizophrenia, said
Nitish, adding that due to the Covid-19 pandemic, the procedure of returning
him to Bangladesh stopped.

Later, the foundation identified the boy through Noakhali Gandhi Ashram
Trust in Bangladesh and started the procedure of his return.

What happened to Matiur before that and how he ended up in India remain a
mystery.

Nitish Sharma further said she and Dr Swarali K Kondwilkar, a physician of the
foundation, will stay at Matiur's house for 2/3 days for observation.

Matiur's mother Morjina Begum, expressing her gratitude, said she always
believed her son will return to her one day.

Saifun Nahar, younger sister of the youth, said her brother went missing when
she was in class four and he was in class nine.

"After about two decades we got him back, no need to say what a joyous day
today is for us, our family. We are grateful to all who helped in his
homecoming," added Nahar.

In a heartwarming event
scheduled for July 21 at
Thakurgaon in Bangladesh,
Mohammed aka Moti, a reha-
bilitated schizophrenic, will
be reunited with his family af-
ter 20 years because of the col-
laboration between
Shraddha, an NGO spear-
headed by Magsaysay Award-
winner Bharat Vatwani, vol-
unteers in Bangladesh, and
the Bangladesh deputy high
commission in Mumbai.

The story began when vol-
unteers of Shraddha, India's
only registered NGO run by

professional  psychiatrists,
spotted a destitute man by the
roadside in Karjat. They
brought the man, who gave
his name as Moti, to Shrad-
dha's 6.5 acre centre in Karjat

which shelters at least 120 des-
titutes with mental illnesses.
Inspired by legendary so-
cial worker Baba Amte and
his son Prakash Amte, Shrad-
dha provides free food, shelter

and psychiatric treatment to
the destitutes. It then helps
track down their families.

So far, more than 10,000 des-
titutes have been reunited
with their families in various
states, including Bihar, Tamil
Nadu, Rajasthan, Kerala,
Orissa, and West Bengal.

Moti was initially totally in-
coherent and all that the vol-
unteers could make out was
that he was speaking in a Ben-
gali dialect popular on the In-
dia-Bangladesh border. He
showed improvement but
could not be reunited with his
family as the Covid pandemic
broke out.

Later, another NGO, Sneha-
laya in Ahmednagar (headed
by Girish Kulkarni)
organised a 75-day Cycle Rally
called Sadbhavna Rally, begin-
ning on Gandhi Jayanti 2021
from Ahmednagar to Gandhi
Ashram at Noakhali in
Bangladesh to celebrate the 50
years of the independence of
Bangladesh.

Kulkarni invited a few dig-
nitaries from Bangladesh to
Ahmednagar on August 15
last year. One of them was
Raha Naba Kumar Das, the di-
rector of the Gandhi Ashram
Trust, Noakhali, Bangladesh.

Das was approached by Shraddha volun-
teer Nitish Sharma, who sought his help
in reuniting Moti with his family in
Bangladesh.

Then began a protracted struggle to
track down Moti's family, with two vol-
unteers from Bangladesh, Nafis Nawal
and Habib, going out of their way to
help.

A detailed interview with Moti
strengthened the belief that he might be
from Bangladesh. Nawab and Habib
then noted down all the information
they had about Moti and assured the vol-
unteers that they would try to locate his
family The two succeeded in this en-
deavour after searching intensely for a
few weeks

Multiple video calls later it was learnt
that Moti’s real name is Md Rahman and
he belongs to Thakurgaon district of
Bangladesh. His father also disclosed
that Rahman had a history of mental ill-
ness prior to his disappearance from his

home in 2002. In the months that fol-
lowed, Rahman’s father (an ex-army
man) followed up with the Deputy High
Commission of Bangladesh, Mumbai,
which asked the NGO to send an official
request letter. The Bangladesh Embassy
in India then sent the travel permit of
Rahman, allowing him to enter
Bangladesh.

“As he is still occasionally showing
signs of chronic schizophrenia, we de-
cided not fo send him alone and un-
escorfed to Bangladesh. Our associate
psychiatrist, Dr Swarali Kondwilkar
and social worker, Nitish Sharma, vol-
unteered to go with him,” said Watvani.

They hope to cross the border on July
21st and reunite Rahman with his
family in Thakurgaon district.

Handover of Mr. Dorji (alias Wangdi) to His Father, Mr.

Wangdi

This is to handover Mr. Dorji, aged 39, to his father, Mr. Wangdi. Mr.
Dorji, also known by the alias Wangdi, had been reported missing

approximately in 2011/2012 and he was mentally unsound as well. He was under the care and
treatment of the Shhraddha Rehabilitation Foundation of India in 2023.

On May 12, 2024, two officials from the Shhraddha Rehabilitation Foundation arrived at the
Samtse Checkpost in efforts to locate Mr. Dorji's family. With the assistance and

dedication, we were able to locate Mr. Dorji's brother, Mr. Wangdi, and
establish contact. Through Mr. Wangdi, we were able to confirm that Mr.

Doriji's father, Mr. Wangdi, works as a cook at Gyelsung project, Jamtsholing.

Following verification from the census department, it has been confirmed that his census name is
Dorji and his pet name is Wangdi. He was born in 1985 to Mr.
Wangdi, who hails from Bidung, Tashigang, and later settled in Thimphu.

With these details in place, the ICP, Samtse is facnlnaung. the handover of Mr. Dorji to
his father, Mr. Wangdi, on May 13, 2024, in the presence of Mr. Samar Basak and
Nikhilesh Sangada, the social worker from the Shhraddha Rehabilitation Foundation.

We express our sincere gratitude to Mr Samar and Nikhelesh and Shhraddha Rehabilitation
Foundation in this process and extend our best wishes to Mr. Dorji and his family for
a smooth reunion and a bright future ahead.

TSHEWANG Dorji  alias
Phuntsho Wangdi, 39, has
been presumed dead by the
local administration of his
village in Thimpu, Bhutan, since
December 2011. According to
the law of the land, a person is
presumed dead if gone miss-
ing for 12 years or more. His
name was dropped from the
voters list and the family’s ra-
tion card.

Inastrange twist to the tale,
Wangdi was repatriated back to
his home country thanks to the
efforts of Shraddha Rehabilita-
tion Foundation which works
for the welfare of mental health
patients and is run by Magsay-
say Award winning psychiatrist
Dr Bharat Vatwani. This is the
first repatriation of a mental
health patient of Bhutanese
nationality from India.

Not less than ‘God’ for us
“We all are very happy that our

son is back home. The doctor
is no less than ‘god’ for us. We

72, his father, told Mid-day ona
call from Thimpu. According to
him, his son, who quit school af-
ter class five, would help him run
abakery. He is believed to have
developed a mental health dis-
orderasanadultwhenaccording
to some reports he experienced
afailed love affair. Attheend of
the year 2011, Wangdi left home
suddenly. The Royal Bhutan po-
lice had in the past raised a false
alarm. “So, when we received a
callabout his whereabouts this
time, we weren't sure whether
tobelieveitornot” On reaching
the immigration office close to
the India-Bhutan border, a few
men and immigration officials
were waiting for the family with
Wangdi.

Samar Basak and Nikhilesh
Sangad, social workers at-
tached to the Mumbai-based
non-profit, who accompanied
Wangdi to Bhutan, faced a
challenge because the man
had no legal documents to
prove that he was a citizen of
Bhutan. “It was only after we
convinced the senior Border
Security Force (BSF) officials at
the international border, who

spoke to their Bhutanese coun-
terparts, the police and immi-
gration officers, that theywere
able to track the family which
had moved to Thimpu froman
earlier location that Wangdi re-
membered. Tracing a family in
a population of 8 lakh would
have been tough, especially
in the absence of documents
to prove his nationality,” the
social workers told this writer.

“Humans seek emotionali-
ty and subconscious security
which we receive in our homes,
with our families, friends,
through community, culture
and food preferences. Inter-
national boundaries should
not prevent us from allowing
someone this emotional co-
coon,” DrVatwani told mid-day.
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
